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Greater Manchester CDOP Chairs and Administrators and the Safeguarding Partnership have identified a need for data collection and sharing on a wider footprint. This would improve the effectiveness of CDOPs in Greater Manchester in recognising and reporting themes and trends based on a larger population and making proposals for minimising risks locally, regionally and nationally. 





As such, a common data set has been agreed which will be collected and recorded for each case in Greater Manchester. Each CDOP will retain a local system, allowing for case management, and the relevant data will feed into a central database. 


 


The main points to note are:


This system will support CDOPs to complete their annual reports for the relevant LSCBs as well as the annual DfE return more easily.


It will also allow reporting on a GM basis as requested by the CDOP Chairs, LSCBs or the Partnership.


The data is collected through the national Forms A and B or, in the case of neonatal deaths, the CMACE pdn form. The change is in the consistency of definition between CDOPs about what is collected and recorded. Wider information is still required for individual case discussion at Panel and so these forms need to be filled in fully in all cases.


In line with national guidance and research, a set of data specifically for neonatal deaths has been agreed within GM to include essential information such as ‘mother’s BMI at booking’ and ‘when mother booked for antenatal care’. This information comes from using the pdn form.


Please note that although CMACE will cease to collect neonatal death information from 1st April, CDOPs will continue to require the CMACE pdn form to be sent to them following a neonatal death until further guidance is received nationally. Your Administrator and/or Chair will communicate any further changes as soon as possible.


The GM chairs have agreed that these ‘neonate questions’ would aid the analysis of all deaths of children less than 12 months. Heads of Midwifery will be receiving a letter from CDOP Chairs with more detail about this change.


Effective analysis of the data and hence good information about trends relies upon full completion of the forms relating to each death. There is a very varied response rate and quality of these crucial and statutory forms. We are seeking the support of all LSCB partners in carrying out this task as thoroughly as possible and to communicate to Panels where there are difficulties in doing so. The database will allow us to identify where there are issues with inconsistent or missing data so that we can report back to LSCBs or agencies and seek their cooperation in tackling them. 


The system will be used for cases from 1st April, though it is subject to any final changes following the Chairs’ meeting in early April.
